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• An adult must always supervise a child that is 
using the vehicle.

• Seat Models: Always sit in the seat when using 
the vehicle.  Do not stand on side boards.

• This product contains small parts that are for 
adult assembly only. Keep small children away 
when assembling. Remove and dispose of 
all protective material and poly bags before 
assembly. Be sure to remove all packaging 
materials and parts from underneath the vehicle 
body.

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Battery Fuse

Drive Motor Battery

Only an adult who has read and understands the safety warnings should handle, charge or 
recharge the battery. Failure to comply with all safety warnings may result in serious injury 
or death.

The drive motor circuit features a thermal fuse that will automatically trip and cut all power 
to the vehicle if the motor, electric system or battery is overloaded. The fuse will reset and 
power will be restored after a short time. If the thermal fuse trips repeatedly during normal 
use, the vehicle may need repair. 

 WARNING:DO NOT BYPASS THE FUSE - RISK OF FIRE.  This may overload 

and damage the electrical system.

Battery Storage and Disposal
The drive battery should be charged when 
depleted, or if not used regularly, once a 
month. Failure to charge the battery as 
directed will cause permanent damage to the 
battery and will void the warranty. 
Follow these guidelines if the battery is 

removed:

• Do not store battery in extreme hot or cold 
temperatures.

• Wipe the battery clean with a dry cloth 
prior to storage.  Wash cloth separate from 
other clothes.

BATTERY DISPOSAL:

• The sealed lead-acid battery must be re-

cycled or disposed of in an environmentally 
sound manner.

• Do not dispose of battery in a fi re.  The bat-
tery may explode or leak acid.

• Do not dispose of the battery in house-
hold trash.  The incineration, land fi lling or 
mixing of sealed lead-acid batteries with 
household trash is prohibited by law.

• Return an exhausted battery to a federal or 
state approved lead-acid battery recycler, 
such as a local seller of automotive bat-
teries (check local battery disposal regula-
tions).

       BATTERY & CHARGER WARNINGS:

The following safety hazards may result in 
serious injury or death to the user of the 
vehicle:

• Battery Charger for Indoor use only.
• Use of a battery or charger other than the supplied rechargeable battery and charger 

may cause a fi re or explosion. Only use the supplied rechargeable battery (or lead-acid or 
lithium suitable replacement) and charger with the vehicle.

• Using the rechargeable battery and charger for any other product may result in over-
heating, fi re or explosion. Never use the rechargeable battery and charger with another 
product.

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Replace Drive Battery:
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STEPS:

1. Remove Seat.
2. Disconnect the Red B and Black C Battery Terminals.
3. Remove the battery bracket and screws A.
4. Carefully remove the battery.
5. Place the old battery in a plastic bag.
6. Install a replacement battery (same as original equipment) 
7. Reconnect the Battery Terminals - Red to Red, Black to Black.
8. Replace the battery bracket and screws A.
9. Reinstall Seat.
10. Wipe the battery with a dry cloth prior to storage.  Wash cloth separately from other 

clothes.

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Maintenance Repair and Service

GENERAL: The vehicle should be checked 
for damage, missing or badly worn parts 
before each use. If any part of the product 
does not operate properly – discontinue use.
• Check the tightness of the fasteners before 

each use. Replace any fasteners that are dam-
aged.

• Inspect the product frequently. Failure to in-
spect the product and to make repairs or ad-
justments, as necessary, can result in injury to 
the rider or to others. Make sure all parts are 
correctly assembled and adjusted as written 
in this manual and any “Special Instructions”.

• Immediately replace any damaged, missing, 
or badly worn parts.

• Make sure all fasteners are correctly tightened 
as written in this manual and any “Special 
Instructions”. Parts that are not tight enough 
can be lost or operate poorly. Over tight-
ened parts can be damaged. Make sure any 
replacement fasteners are the correct size and 
type.

• Check the tightness of the wheels: 
NOTE: If the drive wheel is not tight, it will not 
engage the gears and the vehicle will not run.
• Ensure the battery bracket is securely in place 

before use.
• Store the vehicle indoors. Keep it away from 

sources of heat, such as stoves and heaters.
• Keep the product clean and free of dirt, dust 

and water.  This will prolong the useful life of 
the product.

• Clean the vehicle with a soft, dry cloth. To 
restore shine to plastic parts, use a non-wax 
furniture polish. Do not use automotive wax, 
abrasive cleaners or wash the vehicle with 
soap and water. 

NOTE: If the instructions in this manual or 
any  “Special Instructions” are not suffi  cient 
for you, please contact customer service.
CAUTION: Self-locking nuts and other self-
locking devices may lose their eff ectiveness 
when re-used.

1. Insert Motor Ends so wires and Motor are inside Body Holes A  and Axle holes line up.
2. With one end of Axle C on ground, insert one Drive Wheel B fully onto Axle and push 

center Lock Button D until Wheel SNAPS into locked position.
3. Slide this Wheel/Axle assembly through one Drive Motor E, body and other Drive 

Motor making sure Wheel Gears F fully seat in Drive Motor Sprockets.
4. Install other Drive Wheel B fully onto axle and push center Lock Button D until Wheel 

SNAPS into locked position.

 WARNING: Check that wheels are fully snapped in place by gently pulling 
outward.

NOTE: To remove Wheels, press Center Button D while pulling Wheel OUTWARDS.
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Installing Front Bumper:

1. Insert Bumper A into front of body as shown so that mounting holes line up.

Only replace with the 
same type and voltage rechargeable battery 
and charger supplied by the manufacturer.
• Only use the rechargeable battery (or 

equivalent replacement) and charger sup-
plied with your vehicle.

• Always turn power off  and charge battery 
after riding.

• The drive battery should be charged when 
depleted, or if not used regularly, once a 
month.

2. Insert all Tabs C evenly and press until they SNAP into position. - SOME FORCE WILL 

BE NECESSARY.

3. Ensure wires and plugs are not pinched or bound up.

4. Install forward bumper Screw D securely.

Installing the Seat:
STEPS:

1. Tilt Seat so that front edge Tab C fi ts 
under edge of control Cowling.

2. Position Seat in place as shown so that 
mounting holes A line up.

3. Install 4 Screws B evenly and securely. - 
Do Not Overtighten.

STEPS - Note - Fenders are marked (R) (right) and (L) (left):

1. Position each Fender so that Tabs line up with mounting Slots A.
2. Press fi rmly and evenly until all Tabs snap into place.
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
